US Area Convention Recap

| received recently a recap of the US Area Convention that was held in
Charleston, SC from July 12 to 14. The stats were not very encouraging:
There were 156 adults and two children in attendance although the
organizers expected in excess of 200 YOsmen and women. The main
venue, the Charleston Embassy Suites and Convention Center was very
gracious in allowing YOsmen to decrease the guarantee and thereby save
the Area thousands of dollars resulting in a much smaller loss than feared.
The reasons for the low attendance are complex but are due in part to the
aging nature of our organization and its geographic distribution in that the
bulk of YOsdom is in the mid west and west of the country. [tOs a shame th:
more people did not attend because it was a very well run and enjoyable
convention. Kudos to Terry Bradley and his organizing committee!
