-January is YMCA Service Month (RSD: Jennie Yukimura of East KauaÕi) with many clubs
assisting in open houses and ASC planning. The new YMCA of KauaÕi complex is well
underway while the Kona Family YMCA recently received a $50,000 grant from the
kamaÕaina Greenwell family for program support. The YMCA of Honolulu had a system
wide Community Day on Saturday January 5 with each branch conducting tours and
putting on program demonstrations.

-This reminds us to inform our YMCAs about the Dollars For Scholars program that allows
career employees to apply for funding to attend professional development courses. I
